The Planning and Zoning Commission met in Regular Session on Monday, January 13, 2020 at City Hall 
218 North Meridian Street, Belle Plaine, MN. Chair Cauley called the meeting to order at 6:32 PM with 
Commissioners Ashton Pankonin, Lee Petersen and Ryan Herrmann. Commissioner Kiecker was not 
present.  
 
Also present were Community Development Director Smith Strack and Council Liaison Chard.

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS.  
 
5.1. Ordinance 20-01 The Planning Commission will hear public comment on proposed Ordinance 
20-01 which, if approved, will amend Section 1105.08 of the City Code Pertaining to performance 
standards in the R-7 Mixed Housing District and Sections 1105.05, 1105.06, and 1105.07 pertaining 
to maximum site coverage.  
 
Community Development Director Smith Strack explained the Planning Commission will provide 
recommendation for City Council regarding Ordinance 20-01amending Section 1105.08 of the City Code 
Pertaining to performance standards in the R-7 Mixed Housing District and Sections 1105.05, 1105.06 
and 1105.07 pertaining to maximum site coverage. Smith Strack explained if approved the ordinance 
would decrease required lot square footage per dwelling units in structures containing more than four 
units from 2,000 sf to 1,600 sf; decrease required side and rear yard setbacks that are currently tied to 
100% of the building height to the greater of 20 feet or 50% of the building; increase maximum building 
height allowed from 35’ to 45’; adjust minimum dwelling unit sized for one, two and three bedroom unites 
to reflect average of existing units in Scott County and provide for minimum square footage for 
studio/efficiency units and reinstate surface coverage maximums in the R-1, R-2 and R-3 districts which 
were inadvertently deleted under a previous code amendment. Smith Strack explained a public hearing 
notice has been posted and published and the draft text has been posted on the City’s website. Smith 
Strack noted no comments for or against the proposed amendment have been received. Smith Strack 
explained initial discussions with area builders find the ordinance encouraging.  
 
Commissioner Cauley opened the public hearing at 6:36 PM and asked for public comment.  
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No one stepped forward to speak.  
 
MOTION by Commissioner Pankonin, second by Commissioner Herrmann, to close the public hearing at 
6:36 PM. ALL VOTED AYE. MOTION CARRIED.

Smith Strack noted a 
difference between a variance and non-conforming expansion and requested additional discussion. Smith 
Strack explained a sample of conditional language is included in the memo.  
 
Commissioners held a lengthy discussion on variances verses non-conformance permits and the value of 
allowing certain permitting administrative level verses in a public hearing setting.  
 
Commissioners requested the City Attorney give direction and bring back for review of language. 
Commissioners requested the addition of sample language in lieu of A2 to help define findings.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

Jon Lonneman, owner of property at 139 Main Street East has filed a code amendment request to allow event 
centers as conditional uses in the B-3 Central Business District.  
 
At this time ‘event centers’ are not specifically provided for within the B-3 District; however, other types of places 
of assembly are allowed both a permitted use (theaters, funeral homes) and under conditional use (hotels, 
motels).  
 
Proposed Ordinance 20-04 contemplates allowing event centers provided under conditional use permit provided: 
 

a. Access to the site must be from a public street. 
b. Event center activities are limited to indoor spaces, unless an outdoor café permit and/or large 

assembly permit is issued.  
c. Any conditional use permit issued to permit operation of an event center may include limits on the 

number of patrons or attendees and other appropriate limitations based on the size of the site, 
structures, parking availability, and other relevant factors.  

d. Compliance with all applicable regulations which include but may not be limited to: licensing 
standards contained in Chapter Three of the City Code, performance standards contained in 
Section 1107.01 of the City Code, the State Health Code, State building codes, and local liquor 
license requirements.   

 
Event centers are proposed to be defined as “A facility located on private property that primarily functions to 
provide a facility for any type of social gathering that is available for use by various groups for such activities as 
public assemblies, meetings, private meetings, retreats, parties, weddings, receptions and dances”.  
 
The City Attorney has reviewed the proposed language and finds it sensible and legally defensible. Notice of 
public hearing has been posted and published. No comments for or against the proposed code amendment have 
been received as of the drafting of this memo.  

 
ACTION  
 

The Planning Commission is to hold a public hearing on the proposed code amendment. Following discussion, 
the Commission is to make a recommendation to the City Council pertaining to the amendment. Sample 
resolution 20-002 is provided for consideration.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLE PLAINE ORDAINS: 
 
 

Section 1.  Section 1101.00 of the Belle Plaine City Code is hereby amended to include the 
following definition:  
 
 
EVENT CENTER. A facility located on private property that primarily functions to provide a facility for any 
type of social gathering that is available for use by various groups for such activities as public assemblies, 
meetings, private meetings, retreats, parties, weddings, receptions and dances.  
 
 

Section 2.  Section 1103.08, Subd. 5(c) is hereby amended by adding subsection (2) as 
follows:  
 
 2. Event Centers, provided that: 

a. Access to the site must be from a public street. 
b. Event center activities are limited to indoor spaces, unless an outdoor café permit and/or 

large assembly permit is issued.  
c. Any conditional use permit issued to permit operation of an event center may include limits 

on the number of patrons or attendees and other appropriate limitations based on the size 
of the site, structures, parking availability, and other relevant factors.  

d. Compliance with all applicable regulations which include but may not be limited to: 
licensing standards contained in Chapter Three of the City Code, performance standards 
contained in Section 1107.01 of the City Code, the State Health Code, State building 
codes, and local liquor license requirements.   

   
 

Section 3.  Section 1105.11, Subd. 4 is hereby amended by adding subsection (9) as follows:  
 
 9. Event Centers subject to Section 1103.08, Subd. 5(c)(2) as may be amended. 
 
 

Section 4.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon publication in the official newspaper 
of the City.

SUBJECT: Event Center – 139 Main Street East  

 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The Planning Commission is to hold a public hearing 
and consider issuance of a conditional use permit to 
provide for an event center at 139 Main Street East. The 
conditional use permit request is a companion to a code 
amendment request to provide for event centers as 
conditional uses in the B-3 Central Business District. If 
the code amendment request is not accepted this CUP 
request must be turned down.  
 
Jon Lonneman (the Applicant) and Andrew Dick, 
together the property owners, have applied for a 
conditional use permit to operate an event center in the 
B-3 District.  
 
The Applicant represents: 
 Proposed use of the building is presented in the 

attached sketch dated February 4, 2020.  
 The use consists of 5,440 sq ft of event center 

space. 
 Permitted accessory uses include a commercial kitchen and lease office space. 
 No expansion of the building footprint is proposed. 
 The second story (above event center) is owner-occupied residential dwelling. 
 The Applicant is a party to a contract to purchase the existing parking lot south of the subject parcel.  
 The Applicant’s current catering operation consists of three employees.    

 
 
REVIEW 
 
Public notice of the requested conditional use permit has been published, posted, and mailed. As of the 
drafting of this memo no public comment for or against the request has been received. 
 
Comprehensive Plan: The planned future use for the subject property is mixed commercial and residential. 
The proposed activity is consistent with planned use as defined by Destination 2040. 
 
Zoning: The subject property is zoned B-3 Central Business District. If a code amendment is recommended 
for approval, event centers will become conditional uses in the B-3 Central Business District. Under 
proposed conditional use standards, the City may place limits on the number of patrons or attendees and 
other appropriate limitations based on the size of the site, structures, parking availability, and other relevant 
factors. 
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Building Code Review: A change in use permit under building code is required. At this time, the Building 
Official has calculated the maximum occupant load of the area proposed for an event center at 1,088 
occupants. The Applicant will be required to file architectural plans for consideration of a change in use 
permit under building code. The architectural plans may reduce potential structure occupant load. Building 
Code review will also address fire code, accessibility code, and plumbing code items. Issuance of a 
certificate of occupancy is a recommended conditional use permit condition.  
 
Parking: Commercial uses in the B-3 Central Business District are not required to provide off-street parking. 
The Applicant does control a parking facility adjacent to the subject property with an estimated capacity of 
56 stalls.  
 
Review Comments 
Main Street East is roadway under Scott County jurisdiction. A notice of public hearing and application 
details were forwarded to Scott County Transportation for review and comment. As of the drafting of this 
memo no comment has been received. 
 
The DRT and City Attorney have reviewed the conditional use permit request. If the Planning Commission 
considers a favorable recommendation the following conditions are suggested (along with typical 
administrative conditions): 
 

1. The “Conditional Use” is an event center confined and limited to the indoor spaces represented 
on the Plan attached hereto as Exhibit B.  

2. The Conditional Use shall at no time exceed 5,440 square feet in area.  
3. The Conditional Use is subject to standards contained in the State Health Code, State building 

codes, and local liquor licensing requirements. 
4. A maximum of one thousand six hundred (1,600) square feet of the building may be used for on-

site storage of items essential and specific to the operation of an event center. 
5. On-site storage of items not essential and specific to the operation of an event center is 

prohibited. 
6. Other uses specifically identified as permitted uses in the B-3 Central Business District (Section 

1105.11, Subd. 2 of the City Code, as may be amended) may occupy building square footage 
subject to standards contained in the City Code, the State Health Code, State building codes, and 
local licensing requirements. 

7. Allowed uses of the property are specifically limited to those stated herein. 
8. A certificate of occupancy shall be issued by the Building Official for the building prior to 

commencing event center operation. Review and approval of change in occupancy by the 
Building Official is required any time use of the property changes.  

9. The City shall have the right to inspect the premises, except for any living area, upon request or 
during any event.  

10. Changes in signage require a sign permit.  
11. This Conditional Use Permit shall become null and void one year after date of approval if the use 

has not been initiated or utilized unless an extension of time has been granted by the City 
Council. 

12. Uses of the property shall be subject to all applicable codes, regulations and ordinances, and the 
conditions of approval contained herein. A violation of any applicable codes, regulations and 
ordinances, and the conditions of approval herein shall be grounds for revocation. 

13. This Conditional Use Permit shall be subject to annual inspection and audit by the City.  
14. This Conditional Use Permit shall expire if the Conditional Use ceases for more than twelve (12) 

consecutive months, in the event the structure is destroyed and a building permit is not issued 
within 180 days, or if the Conditional Use is changed to a different use.  

15. The Conditional Use permitted under this Resolution may not change to another Conditional Use 
or further intensified without a new application and approval by the City Council. 

16. The Conditional Use permitted under this Resolution shall remain in effect as long as the 
conditions of the Resolution are observed. 
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ACTION

WHEREAS, Jon F. Lonneman (the “Applicant”) and Andrew Dick (together the “Property Owners”) have 
applied for a conditional use permit to operate an event center at 139 Main Street East in the City of Belle 
Plaine; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Applicant proposed a use plan illustration dated February 4, 2020 (attached as “Exhibit 
B”); and,  
 
WHEREAS, the proposed use, an event center, is a conditional use in the B-3 Central Business District 
under Section 1105.11, Subd. 4 of the City Code; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the subject property planned use is mixed commercial/residential and existing zoning is B-3 
Central Business District; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on the proposed Conditional Use 
Permit request on February 10, 2020, following posted, mailed, and published notice; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has reviewed the application and applicable code standards; and,

provides “. . . specifically for the regulation of high intensity commercial uses located within the 
downtown”.  

3. The proposed use is currently within the urban service area, features a full complement of 
services, and will not have a negative impact on existing governmental facilities, utilities, services 
or existing improvements.  

4. The proposed use will be contained within an existing structure which is not proposed for 
expansion. As such the use, together with the conditions below, will not adversely impact on the 
public health, safety or welfare.  

5. No exterior structural alteration is proposed; the assembly use will have minimal impact on 
existing utility systems. As such existing utility systems are considered adequate. 

 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF BELLE 
PLAINE THAT: It hereby recommends the City Council approve a Conditional Use Permit for an event 
center at 139 Main Street East, contingent upon the following: 

 
1. The “Conditional Use” is an event center confined and limited to the indoor spaces represented 

on the Plan attached hereto as Exhibit B.  
2. The Conditional Use shall at no time exceed either 5,440 square feet in area.  
3. The Conditional Use is subject to standards contained in the State Health Code, State building 

codes, and local liquor licensing requirements. 



 

 

4. A maximum of one thousand six hundred (1,600) square feet of the building may be used for 
on-site storage of items essential and specific to the operation of an event center. 

5. On-site storage of items not essential and specific to the operation of an event center is 
prohibited. 

6. Other uses specifically identified as permitted uses in the B-3 Central Business District (Section 
1105.11, Subd. 2 of the City Code, as may be amended) may occupy building square footage 
subject to standards contained in the City Code, the State Health Code, State building codes, 
and local licensing requirements. 

7. Allowed uses of the property are specifically limited to those stated herein. 
8. A certificate of occupancy shall be issued by the Building Official for the building prior to 

commencing event center operation. Review and approval of change in occupancy by the 
Building Official is required any time use of the property changes.  

9. The City shall have the right to inspect the premises, except for any living area, upon request or 
during any event.  

10. Changes in signage require a sign permit.  
11. This Conditional Use Permit shall become null and void one year after date of approval if the 

use has not been initiated or utilized unless an extension of time has been granted by the City 
Council. 

12. Uses of the property shall be subject to all applicable codes, regulations and ordinances, and 
the conditions of approval contained herein. A violation of any applicable codes, regulations 
and ordinances, and the conditions of approval herein shall be grounds for revocation. 

13. This Conditional Use Permit shall be subject to annual inspection and audit by the City.  
14. This Conditional Use Permit shall expire if the Conditional Use ceases for more than twelve 

(12) consecutive months, in the event the structure is destroyed and a building permit is not 
issued within 180 days, or if the Conditional Use is changed to a different use.  

15. The Conditional Use permitted under this Resolution may not change to another Conditional 
Use or further intensified without a new application and approval by the City Council. 

16. The Conditional Use permitted under this Resolution shall remain in effect as long as the 
conditions of the Resolution are observed.
